To oversee formal training of Navy judge advocates, limited duty officers (law), and legalmen to ensure their career-long professional development and readiness;

To provide comprehensive formal training to all sea service military attorneys and other legal personnel to promote justice and ensure the delivery of quality legal advice and other services to their commanders and service members; and

To train commanders, senior officers, and legal officers in the practical aspects of military law to enable them to perform their command and staff duties, and train other personnel to assist in the sound administration of military justice.
	HISTORY


The Naval Justice School evolved from the Informal Naval Courts and Boards Training Course established at Port Hueneme, California, to indoctrinate pre-embarking Seabee battalions during the early days of World War II.  In June 1945, NJS was officially organized under an officer in charge as a two-week course for officers.  This was soon recognized as insufficient, and on 29 June 1946, the School was formally dedicated as a seven-week course for officers and enlisted personnel by Rear Admiral O.S. Colclough, USN, then Judge Advocate General of the Navy.  On 27 May 1947, it was designated by the Chief of Naval Operations as a separate command under a commanding officer.  On 1 May 1950, the School moved to Newport, Rhode Island.  It occupied the antiquated wood-frame buildings M-3 and M-6 for over 30 years until the move to a more modern facility in March 1984.  Shortly before this move, on 1 October 1983, overall command and control of Naval Justice School was transferred from the Chief of Naval Education and Training to Commander, Naval Legal Service Command.  Bradley Hall, Naval Justice School's new location, had previously been dedicated in honor to Gunner Chief George Bradley, USN, a Newport native.  Bradley was awarded the Medal of Honor for meritorious service under fire on the occasion of the landing of the American naval forces at Vera Cruz in 1914 while attached to the USS UTAH.  In June 1991, Helton-Morrison Hall was dedicated in memory of LN1(SW) Helton and LN1(SW) Morrison who were killed in action aboard USS IOWA.  This addition to the School incorporated audiovisual and computer graphics presentation equipment into each classroom.

Courses of instruction are currently conducted for Navy and Marine Corps judge advocates and Coast Guard law specialists; staff judge advocates for all services; Navy, Marine Corps, and Coast Guard non-lawyer legal officers; senior legalmen; enlisted legal clerks and court reporters of the Navy, and Coast Guard; senior officers of the Navy, Marine Corps, and Coast Guard; Navy and Marine Corps Reserve judge advocates; foreign military and civilian officials; and Naval Reserve legalmen.

ACADEMIC INTEGRITY  Academic integrity is a central tenet of the Naval Justice School.  Cheating on examinations; knowingly permitting another student to copy writing assignments or answers from an examination paper; communicating in any manner with another student during an examination with intent to gain or give assistance; possessing or using texts, notes, issued materials and/or other references during examinations, except as specifically authorized; collaborating with other students, except as specifically authorized; and plagiarism will not be tolerated.  Students involved in academic integrity violations will be subject to administrative and punitive actions, as well as face disenrollment from the respective course of instruction.

ADVANCEMENT EXAMINATIONS   If you have requested an advancement examination, and if this examination is to be administered while you are attending a course of instruction here, notify your course coordinator on the first day of class.  Personnel Support Detachment Newport will assist in the preparation of any paperwork necessary to assist you as well as being the recipient of your forwarded advancement examination.  Students attending a rating-conversion school are restricted from participating in the Navy-wide examination.

Coast Guard personnel scheduled to take the service-wide examination (SWE) must contact the Assistant Coast Guard Representative in advance to ensure proctor assignment and receipt accountability.

AIRLINE RESERVATIONS   Personnel traveling on commercial airlines with a Government Travel Request (GTR), who need a change of itinerary must contact the Transportation Office, Building K-61, at (401) 846-7473.  Personnel arranging leisure travel may also make reservations through the travel office.  This office provides extensive travel services including airline and train tickets, hotel reservations, rental car arrangements, and more on a not-to-interfere basis.

Regardless of the source of airline or rail travel, do not make departing reservations to occur until after 1400 hours on the date of graduation, unless otherwise instructed to do so.  If your pre-reserved travel indicates otherwise, make the necessary changes as soon as possible.

ARRIVAL  (See also, CHECKING IN) Rhode Island requires that every vehicle carry its vehicle registration if that vehicle is operating in Rhode Island for over 30 days.  Furthermore, any vehicle operating on a military installation must possess its vehicle registration.  The following "DoD vehicle decal (sticker)/pass" information is also addressed in NETC instruction 5530.5, Physical Security Plan. Coast Guard Department of Transportation (DoT) vehicle decals are viewed as having the same sufficiency as DoD vehicle decals.

No DoD Sticker.  If you do not have a DoD (or DoT) decal, you will need to obtain a pass, regardless of the duration of your stay.  You will obtain the pass at the NETC Security Division, located adjacent to Gate One.  You will be required to show proof of registration, proof of insurance, your orders, driver's license, and military identification.

DoD Sticker.  If you have a DoD decal and your stay at our command is over 60 days, then you will need to obtain an NETC strip, which will be placed under your DoD sticker.  If you have a DoD decal and your stay at our command is 60 days or less, then you will not need to obtain a NETC strip or pass.

If you are driving a vehicle registered to someone other than yourself or your spouse, you will need written, and signed, permission from that individual, prior to attempting to receive a decal or a pass.  A special (specific) power of attorney will suffice.  Guidelines exist as to the length of time a pass may be prescribed with a power of attorney.

If you have additional concerns about this subject, please call the security representative at (401) 841-3025.

ATTENDANCE You, the student, are responsible for punctuality and for being prepared.  Naval Justice School will provide the location, materials, and environment for professional growth.  Attendance at all scheduled class sessions is required.  Tardiness or nonattendance will be considered an unauthorized absence. Further, all appointments made with you by your course coordinator, personal instructor, or others in your chain of command, are mandatory military formations.  In the event of an emergency, contact a member in your chain of command, as defined by the course coordinator or other designated official.

Unless instructed otherwise, a normal class day begins at 0730 hours and ends at approximately 1650 hours; lunch times vary. As some courses require advance reading and preparation, normal liberty periods provide a basis for independent/group study and research, as well as post-class assignments.  Normal liberty refers to evenings and weekends.

BAGGAGE   If it is necessary to ship excess baggage to or from Naval Justice School, and it is determined to be in accordance with existing service regulations, your orders must include a statement authorizing the shipment.  If this is the case, make arrangements with the appropriate personnel in advance.  Naval Justice School can not authorize a shipment once you are here

BANKING   There is one banking establishment on the installation, the Naval Federal Credit Union.  The facility includes a drive-up, and walk-in, automated teller machine (ATM). Personal checks may also be cashed at the cashier window, located in the Main Exchange, which is directly across the parking lot from the Naval Federal Credit Union.

BILLETING  Officer personnel will stay in either the Combined Bachelor Quarters (BOQ) or the Susse Chalet, depending on vacancy and prior arrangements.  Enlisted personnel also stay in the Combined Bachelor Quarters.  Officer and enlisted personnel will report to Building 1312 to check in for quarters.  The address is 1312 Meyerkord Avenue.  Coast Guard officers with billeting questions may call the NJS Coast Guard Representative at (401) 841-2437 extension 112.

CHECKING IN   Upon arrival at NETC, the host command of NJS, please follow the reporting requirements as outlined below.

Navy Personnel.  During normal working hours, you will report to Naval Justice School, Building 360, at 360 Elliot Street.  You will need to provide your original orders and service record, unless you are in a temporary additional duty (TAD) status, in which case your records are retained at your permanent command.  Keep two copies of your orders, one for yourself and one for the Combined Bachelor Quarters.  If you arrive after normal working hours or on a weekend, report directly to Billeting for your room assignment.  Billeting is located in building 1312 at 1312 Meyerkord Avenue.

Marine Personnel.  The Marine Corps Administrative Detachment is located at Marine Corps Detachment, Naval Station Newport, Building 71, Porter Avenue, Newport, RI 02841-1211.www.nwc.navy.mil/marines/.  However, during normal working hours, you will report to Naval Justice School, Building 360, at 360 Elliot Street.  You will need to provide your original orders and service record, unless you are in a temporary additional duty (TAD) status, in which case your records are retained at your permanent command.  Keep two copies of your orders, one for yourself and one for the Combined Bachelor Quarters.  If you arrive after normal working hours or on a weekend, report directly to Billeting for your room assignment.  Billeting is located in building 1312 at 1312 Meyerkord Avenue.  Naval Justice School will coordinate with MARCORADMIN DET who will make the necessary endorsements to your orders

Coast Guard Personnel. During normal working hours, you will report to Naval Justice School, Building 360, at 360 Elliot Street.  You will need to provide your original orders and service record, unless you are in a temporary additional duty (TAD) status, in which case your records are retained at your permanent command.  Keep two copies of your orders, one for yourself and one for the Combined Bachelor Quarters.  If you arrive after normal working hours or on a weekend, report directly to Billeting for your room assignment.  Billeting is located in building 1312 at 1312 Meyerkord Avenue.  If you have any concerns you may call the Coast Guard Representative at (401) 841-2437 extension 112.

CLASSROOMS  Since Naval Justice School classrooms are carpeted, beverages are not permitted unless the drink is in a covered mug (lid).  Beverages are not allowed in the computer labs.  If you do not have a covered mug nor wish to purchase one out in town, the Naval Justice School Mill Rind Association has mugs, with the NJS logo, available for a fee.

CLE CREDIT  Naval Justice School routinely reports attorney attendance at residence courses to states having mandatory Continuing Legal Education (CLE) programs.  Your assistance is needed to make the reporting efforts successful.  To have credit reported to your bar, your attorney registration/bar number is required.  If you have any questions, contact the School's CLE Coordinator, at DSN 948-3807 or (401) 841-3807.

CLOTHING   Summer in Newport can be hot and humid.  Normally, around September, the weather changes and gets a bit cool.  A sweater or light jacket will often be needed.  The winters can be severely cold at times, so consider a heavy coat and gloves if you will be here December through February.  Furthermore, as this is a training installation, appropriate attire for all occasions is encouraged.

COFFEE MESS    (See also, Midge’s Kitchen)  The local chapter of the Mill Rind Association sponsors the NJS coffee mess.  Membership in the coffee mess is offered to all students aboard NJS.  Currently, for a set fee varying with the course length, students may buy into the mess and receive an NJS coffee mug, as well.  Those students opting not to join the mess may purchase coffee from the mess on a per cup basis.

COMMISSARY   The commissary, Building 1163, is located directly across from the Naval Dental Center.  The commissary  provides for all shopping needs, including a bakery, deli counter, and an extensive frozen goods area.

COMPUTER SUPPORT   Two computer labs are available for student training.  There are ample computer workstations, all interconnected via a local area network (LAN), and with printers attached.  The primary use of the computer labs is for the preparation of class documents using Microsoft Word, or to facilitate other training, such as the online legal research services Westlaw, Lexis/Nexis, the Navy Hotdocs forms program or the DL Wills program.  Additionally, all NJS publications, as well as numerous other legal publications, are available, and updated regularly on our Internet site, www.njs.jag.navy.mil, and can be accessed routinely. Naval Station Newport Web site, www.nsnpt.navy.mil  Feel free to bring your own laptop computer.  Many classes require homework and having your own computer may add to your convenience. 

CUSTOMS & COURTESIES  While NJS is an educational institution, it is also a military command on a military installation.  Many senior officer courses meet at Naval Justice School and it is common to see senior officers on a daily basis.  Military customs and courtesies shall be observed at all times.  Staff members will be addressed by their proper military ranks and titles at all times, even in social settings.

DENTAL CARE   Dental services are available at the Naval Dental Center, Building 1173, located on the installation at 1173 Whipple Street.  The hours of operation are 0700-1600 Monday through Friday.  You may call (401) 841-2541 to make an appointment.

Morning dental sick call is from 0700-0830 hours, Monday through Friday.  Afternoon dental sick call is from 1300-1400 hours, Monday through Wednesday and Friday.  The clinic is staffed 24 hours a day, and dentists are on call in case of emergencies.

DEPARTING    Some courses may end by noon on the last day of class.  However it is strongly recommended that you do not make departing plane reservations for any flight earlier than 1400 hours, due to unanticipated changes in the schedule, as well as the possibility of heavy traffic on the way to the airport.

DINING   Newport is a tourist attraction and finding an eating establishment should present no problem.  There are roughly 170 locations at which you can find food and drink.  There are many fast-food restaurants located on West Main Road, right outside gate 4, and in Newport itself the areas around Bowen’s Warf and all along Thames Street feature many restaurants.  Since some establishments last and some do not, and since some restaurants are closed in the off season, we have not listed individual eateries.  Newport is known for its seafood, but you can enjoy a variety of other types of foods while attending NJS. 

DIRECTIONS   While the following list is not all-inclusive, it provides the majority of options with regards to most used routes to our location. Maps of the Newport area and NETC Newport are also provided to assist you as part of this welcome aboard package. 

FROM T. F. GREEN AIRPORT (Providence, RI) 

Take 95 South to Route 4, and then follow signs to Newport and the Newport Bridge ($2.00 toll each way).  Exit to Admiral Kalbfus Blvd.   Continue straight at the end of the Newport Bridge.  Take a right turn at the traffic signal (Jai Alai is directly in front of you prior to the turn).  Go through rotary as if going straight.  Continue straight and you will enter Gate One.

FROM POINTS NORTH (BOSTON AREA) 

Leave Boston area on Route 128 South to Route 24 South, which then becomes Route 114 South.  Follow Route 114 South into Newport. Continue South on 114 (aka West Main Rd.) to Coddington  Highway.  Take a right onto Coddington (just past the Navy Lodge).  Take Coddington to Gate Four which is on the right about a half-mile down the hill.  If you miss Gate Four continue along Coddington until you get to the rotary.  Get on the rotary and take the first right onto Admiral Kalbfus Blvd. to Gate One.
FROM POINTS SOUTH (NEW YORK AREA) 

Follow 95 North to Rhode Island exit 3 (Route 138 East) and then follow signs to Newport and the Newport Bridge ($2.00 toll).  Continue straight at the end of the Newport Bridge.  Take a right turn at the traffic signal (Jai Alai is directly in front of you prior to the turn).  Go through rotary as if going straight.  Continue straight and you will enter Gate One.

DUTY (OOD)   Students in the Basic Lawyer, Legal Officer, and Accession Legalman courses will stand duty as  Officer of the Day (OOD).  This is an important part of military service.  The OOD will have the responsibility of safeguarding Naval Justice School in the absence of staff and report any emergency conditions and situations up the chain of command.

E-MAIL
Naval Justice School can not provide attending students with official JAG Corps / CNLSC e-mail accounts, and students with official JAG Corps / CNLSC accounts will be unable to remotely access those accounts from NJS computers.  Limited access to NJS Guest accounts in the computer lab will be possible on a space-available basis.  Students who wish to check their e-mail through an NJS Guest account should consider establishing an e-mail account with an internet-based commercial e-mail provider (such as Yahoo!, Hotmail, Juno or Earthlink).  It is sometimes possible to forward your official JAG Corps mail to one of these accounts for the time you are attending NJS.  See your command system administrator for assistance on setting up an account and to determine whether e-mail can be automatically forwarded from the government system to a commercial account.

EXPENSES   Students attending NJS receive per diem while attending courses of instruction.  Students should expect to incur day-to-day living expenses for meals, toiletries, and billeting expenses. 

In addition, there are occasional social functions that students are invited to participate in.  These are strictly voluntary, and students are usually responsible for the costs of the function if they participate.

FIREARMS   If you travel here with weapons or ammunition, you are required to check it/them in at the base armory.  The armory is located in Building 440 on Coddington Point and may be reached at (DSN) 948-4144 or (commercial) (401) 841-4144.  Alert the gate guard that you are carrying weapons or ammunition and that you are proceeding directly to the armory to check them in.    Navy and NETC instructions prohibit members from possessing weapons and/or ammunition while aboard. 

GOVERNMENT MESSING    Ney Hall, our dining facility, is available for enlisted and officer members.  The meal costs are the same for all personnel.  Breakfast is served M-F 0600-0715, Sat 0600-0800, Sun and Holidays 0830-1000 and is $1.50.  Lunch is served M-F 1100-1230, Sat 1130-1230, Sun and Holidays 1145-1300.  Dinner is served M-F 1715-1830, Sat, Sun and Holidays 1700-1815.  Lunch and dinner are $3.00 each.  You may dial 1-2048 to hear the menus.

HOUSEHOLD GOOD SHIPMENTS  Arrangements for household goods shipments for Navy and Marine Corps students are made through the Personal Property Office located in Building K-61.  Processing should be made at least three weeks prior to your detachment date.  Students in the basic lawyer course will receive a personal property presentation during the course and will be able to arrange shipments at that time.

LEAVE & LIBERTY   Under normal circumstances, regular leave will not be approved during your course of study here at NJS.  You may utilize normal liberty hours for travel within and out of the area.  You will be instructed on special requirements for travel outside of the Newport area.  In addition, you will utilize normal liberty hours for preparation of assignments.

Emergency leave will be granted per service regulations.  If you are notified of an emergency that requires your presence, you will need to contact your course coordinator, OOD, CDO, or other member of your chain of command as soon as possible.  To avoid delay, it may be helpful to tell the individual that notifies you of the emergency to contact the Red Cross office nearest the location of the situation.  This may be necessary so the Red Cross office can send a verification of the emergency to NJS. Red Cross verification is often required prior to granting emergency leave.

MAIL & MESSAGES   The small size of our staff does not allow us to take regular telephone calls nor deliver messages for the students.  We therefore request you give potential callers the telephone number of your billeting quarters.

In the event of an emergency and during normal working hours, the DSN telephone number is 948-3807, extension 128, and the commercial telephone number is (401) 841-3807, extension 128.  On weekends and normal liberty hours the same numbers may be used, substituting extension 122 (Officer of the Day).

MIDGE'S KITCHEN  "Midge's Kitchen" is named after Midge Fickenworth, a retired Navy Exchange employee who dedicated herself to running the NJS coffee mess and snack bar from October 1975 through December 1994.  Midge was always available to staff and students to share a story, hand out a cup of coffee or lend a needed ear.  Her kind-hearted yet feisty nature touched everyone who came into contact with her, and she is forever associated with Naval Justice School by the hundreds of students who knew her.  Navy, Marine and Coast Guard Judge Advocates and legalmen were stunned and saddened to learn of Midge’s tragic death in a house fire in Newport in 1999.

In the kitchen and break room named after her, a variety of snacks and beverages can be purchased from “Iron Midge”, the snack and drink machines.  Midge's Kitchen also has tables and chairs where students can take a break and watch television. There is a refrigerator for storing  food and a microwave where students may cook their lunch.  Midge's Kitchen also hosts the Mill Rind Association's coffee mess.

MOOT COURTROOMS  Attorneys will be given many opportunities to hone their advocacy skills while attending training.  Naval Justice School has a total of six moot courtrooms located in both Helton-Morrison and Bradley hall.  NJS's audiovisual staff has prepared the moot courtrooms so that new advocates can review their courtroom actions, demeanor and mannerisms later on videotape.

PARKING  The Naval Justice School is within walking distance from every on-installation quarters. PER DIEM   Per diem entitlements are subject to change at any time, and vary from summer to winter.  Per Diem rates also vary depending on where a student is billeted.  At present, per diem ranges from $57 a day to $68 a day.  Check with your personnel support office to verify the per diem rate.

PHYSICAL FITNESS   Military students attending courses at NJS are required to comply with their current service regulations concerning weight/body fat standards.  Personnel not meeting the standards required of them are subject to being returned to their units.  Physical training (PT) will be on your own, but you will be expected to meet current service guidelines regarding PT.  As weather changes from day to day, it is recommended that you bring sweatpants and sweatshirts as a part of your PT clothing.

PORT CALLS   Prior to transfer to NJS on PCS orders, ensure your port call for onward transportation has been requested by your present command. Also, ensure a copy of port call information is on file in your service record to aid in your departure from the school.

RESERVATIONS   Reservations are coordinated by our registrar at the Combined Bachelor Quarters or the Susse Chalet as appropriate.  Unless you are otherwise informed, your billeting assignment will have been made prior to your arrival.  Naval Justice School does not control individual assignments on the Naval Station.  As such, you could stay at the Susse Chalet for approximately $57.00 per day, or you could stay in the BOQ for considerably less.  The NETC Billeting Office makes assignments to either the hotel or the BOQ.  If you are going to have guests (for short periods of time), while you are attending training, please call the Combined Bachelor Quarters at (401) 841-7900 for pricing, rules, and restrictions.

SAFETY   Shoulder harness safety belts are essential for safe driving.  They are also mandated by service regulations, as well as NETC instructions and Rhode Island state law.  Should the base police stop you, you are almost certain to receive a ticket if you are not wearing one.  Rhode Island also requires that children 3 years of age and under be secured in a child passenger restraint system (car seat) appropriate for the child's weight.  Children over 3 years of age are required to utilize a shoulder harness restraint or seat belt.  However, it is recommended that children over 3 years of age are placed in a toddler/child seat, appropriate for the child's weight.  Children under five are also prohibited from sitting in the front seat of an automobile.

SHOPPING  There is no shortage of local retail merchants in the Newport area.  A small shopping center has recently opened just off the rotary outside gate 1.  Specialty shops are numerous in downtown Newport.  In addition, there are several shopping centers throughout the island and larger malls off-island.
