MISSION

To implement the mission of the Naval Justice School in the Pacific Fleet.  That is:

To provide intensive instruction to officers and enlisted personnel in the fundamental principles of military justice, civil and administrative law, and procedure, with practical application; oversee formal training of those principles to the problems inevitably arising within every command, in order to assist in the attainment of a high standard of legal practice and administration of the naval justice and naval disciplinary systems, as well as the naval civil and administrative law system.  

Instruction is provided to Navy, Marine Corps and Coast Guard personnel via a variety of media, including Senior Officer courses; Legal Officer courses; Legal Assistance seminars; Senior Enlisted seminars; Legal Clerk courses; and Senior Legalmen courses.

PREFACE

The welcome aboard segment is designed to give you basic information about this command.  You are encouraged to review the information thoroughly.  It contains information pertaining to your responsibilities in preparation for your travel here, some procedures and policies necessary to ensure your success, as well as information concerning the region that may add to your pleasure while here.  NJS does not endorse the commercial establishments mentioned throughout this publication, but mentions them for your convenience. We hope your stay here is an enjoyable one.  Please do not hesitate to call for any assistance you need to assure your academic experience is a positive one.
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ACADEMIC INTEGRITY

Academic integrity is a central tenet of the Naval Justice School Detachment in San Diego.  Cheating on assignments; knowingly permitting another student to copy written assignments or answers from an examination paper; communicating in any manner with another student during an examination with intent to gain or give assistance; possessing or using texts, notes, issued materials and/or other references during examinations, except as specifically authorized; collaborating with other students, except as specifically authorized; and plagiarism will not be tolerated.  Students involved in academic integrity violations will be subject to administrative and punitive actions, as well as face disenrollment from the respective course of instruction.  

ADVANCEMENT EXAMINATIONS

If you have requested an advancement examination, and if this examination is to be administered while you are attending a course of instruction here, notify your course coordinator on the first day of class.  Personnel Support Detachment (PSD) San Diego will assist in the preparation of any paperwork necessary to assist you and will be the recipient of your forwarded advancement examination.  The point of contact at PSD San Diego Education Services Office (ESO) is Mr. Hern and he can be reached at (619) 556-1965.  Coast Guard personnel scheduled to take the service-wide examination (SWE) must contact the Assistant Coast Guard Representative in advance to ensure proctor assignment and receipt accountability.

AIRLINE RESERVATIONS

Personnel traveling on commercial airlines with Government Travel Request (GTR), who need a change of itinerary must contact the Detachment Registrar, Mrs. Rizzo in Building 3290,Room 503, as soon as a change is desired.  The SATO office is responsible for extensive travel services including airline and train tickets, hotel reservations, rental car arrangements, and more.  Local SATO agents can be contacted at (619) 231-7111. 

Regardless of the source of airline or other travel, do not make departing reservations to occur until after 1400 hours on the date of graduation, unless otherwise instructed to do so.  If your pre-reserved travel indicates otherwise, make the necessary changes as soon as possible.

ARRIVAL

Any vehicle operating on a military installation must possess its vehicle registration and be covered by insurance.  If you do not have a DOD Sticker on your private vehicle or rental car, you need to obtain a pass, regardless of the duration of your stay.  You may obtain the pass at the Naval Station San Diego Pass/Decal office, located on Harbor Drive near the wet-side and Gate 6, during normal working hours (Mon-Fri. 0700-1615).  You will need to provide orders (assigning you to duty at a command located on Naval Station San Diego) or a memo from a sponsoring command, valid registration, military or DOD identification card, and proof of insurance.  If your vehicle is registered outside of the state of California, you will also need a smog certificate, which can be obtained from the base gas station, for a cost of approximately $50.00.  

After normal working hours, you may obtain a temporary 24-hour pass from the quarterdeck located at the main gate (Gate 6) on Harbor Drive (wet-side).

To obtain a pass for a rental car, you will need the rental agreement instead of the vehicle registration.

ATTENDANCE

In order to have a positive academic experience at Naval Justice School Detachment San Diego; you must attend all scheduled sessions.  Therefore, leave and special liberty will not be granted while the course is in session.  If you are unable to attend all scheduled sessions, please attend the course at a later date.  In the event of an emergency, contact a member in the chain of command of the detachment as prescribed by the course coordinator or other designated official.

Unless otherwise instructed, a normal class day begins at 0720 hours and ends at approximately 1600 hours.  Lunch times may vary, but 1.5 hours are usually scheduled to provide you the opportunity for physical training.  As some courses require advance reading and preparation, normal liberty periods provide a basis for study and research, as well as post-class assignments.  Normal liberty refers to weekends and evenings.

THE COMMERICAL SAN DIEGO AREA


The commercial establishments mentioned below are not endorsed by NJS; they are included merely for your convenience.


Nicknamed "America's Finest City," San Diego is both a modern metropolis and a year-round haven for recreational activities.  Some of the more popular sites include the San Diego Zoo, Sea World, area beaches, Balboa Park and Old Town.  The city of San Diego is a thriving prosperous community with bays/coastlines and canyons/mesas, and approximately 1.2 million inhabitants, located in a county with an estimated population of 2.6 million. This splendid city sits in the southwest corner of the county on San Diego Bay, a natural harbor for commerce and the military.  The northwest corner of the county is largely undeveloped and is the site of Camp Pendleton, owned by the U.S. Marine Corps.  In between, San Diego offers almost 70 miles of shoreline, bay, deserts, forests, parks and mountains and lots of activities to go along with them.

Balboa Park features numerous cultural and recreational activities, including the San Diego Museum of Art, the Rueben H. Fleet Space Theater and Science Center and the San Diego Zoo.  Northwest of downtown is Mission Bay, a 4.600-acre aquatic area with broad beaches, bike trails, boat launching ramps, picnic areas and playgrounds.

On Mission Bay's south shore is Sea World, a 150-acre marine zoological park featuring shows, aquariums and marine-life exhibits.

Old Town, located inland from Mission Bay, is a six-block area commemorating the original site of San Diego.  On the grounds of this 12-acre park are original buildings, re-creations of 19th century life and a collection of Victorian houses.  Among the historic sites is a popular shopping and eating area called Bazaar del Mundo. TIJUANA - Neighbor to the South of San Diego


Sixteen miles south of San Diego sits Tijuana and Baja California, Mexico.  Once considered primarily to be a tourist stop, Tijuana has grown to be Mexico's fourth-largest city, with a busy metropolis and a commercial center. Population is more than 700,000. A seven-block stretch of Avenida Revolucion, the main tourist center, is filled with nightclubs, cafes, stores, and novelty shops.  Other popular attractions include Greyhound or Thoroughbred racing at the Agua Caliente Racetrack, jai alai and bullfighting.  If interested in the arts, the Tijuana Cultural Center features exhibits and performances dealing with Mexican history and culture.  The Center is located in a distinctive globe-shaped building, at the corner of Paseo de los Heroes and Av. Independencia.  Other popular cities in Baja include Rosarito, an oceanfront resort town just 20 miles south of Tijuana.  Ensenada, a historic seaport town offering daily sport fishing, is located about an hour's drive from Tijuana.


Before you drive across the border at Tijuana, remember to purchase Mexican auto insurance at short-term rates.  Most American car insurance does not cover travel to Mexico.  An average policy usually costs under $20.  If you fail to purchase insurance and get into an accident you may be required to pay any damages on the spot - or go to jail.


If you do not opt to drive, there are other ways of transportation to Tijuana such as the Greyhound Bus and the San Diego Trolley.  Another option is to park your car on the U.S. side and walk across the border to Tijuana.  Cabs are plentiful, or if you prefer walking, it's only a mile to the downtown.


The Mexican and U.S. customs offices are open 24-hours a day and a Tourist Information Booth is open at the border daily.  From California, you may call the Tijuana Tourism and Convention Bureau toll-free at 1-800-522-1516.  Outside California, call 1-800-225-2786.

BANKING

There is no banking establishment on the installation.  However, fee free automated teller machines (ATMs) are located inside the bowling alley, and a couple of blocks from the schoolhouse in front of the mini-mart. There are also ATMs located in the commissary and in front of the main NEX.

     The nearest Navy Federal Credit Union is located in the Gateway center, off Market Street.  Please check the NFCU website for additional information (including operating hours) and member service center (MSC) and ATM locations in the San Diego area - www.navyfcu.org.

BILLETING

Due to scarcity of berthing in the San Diego area, Bachelor Officer Quarters (BOQ) and Bachelor Enlisted Quarters (BEQ) reservations should be made ASAP.  Both types of quarters are located on the same base as the schoolhouse.  Combined Bachelor Housing (CBH) reservation desk at Naval Station San Diego numbers are commercial (619) 556-8672 or DSN 526-8672.  Additional BOQs in San Diego are Fleet ASW Training Center San Diego, (619) 524-5382 DSN 524; Naval Base Coronado (NAB North Island) (619) 437-3860; Naval Base Coronado (NAS North Island) (619) 545-7545, DSN 735; Submarine Base San Diego (619) 553-9381 DSN 553.  Other accommodations may be made at the Navy Lodge, 1-800-Navy-Inn (628-9466).

If adequate quarters are not available, certificate of non-availability will be issued.  

CHECK-IN

Naval Justice School (NJS) Detachment San Diego is located on the dryside of Naval Station San Diego, Building 3290 (Fleet Training Center (FTC) Operations/Admin building), on the 5th deck.  Directions and maps are available at the detachment's website. Access Naval Justice School from the JAG homepage at - www.jag.navy.mil - and link to NJS S.Diego. Attendees (both confirmed quotas and standbys) should report to the rooms indicated on the Command Quota Confirmation messages. 

Upon arrival at NJS San Diego, on the first day of the course, your original orders will be collected and endorsed by the registrar.  Enlisted service record books will also be collected and maintained by the registrar until you depart.  Original orders will not be returned until you depart.  Therefore, please ensure you bring additional copies of your orders for use during your stay in San Diego.  


If you wish to check in after normal working hours (the weekend) before your course begins, you may do so by having the personnel located in building 3290 on the FTC quarterdeck endorse your original orders.

CLASSROOM

In order to maintain a professional appearance and to avoid unsightly spills, beverages are not permitted in the classrooms unless the drink is in a covered mug (lid).  Beverages are not allowed on or near computer workstations.  If you do not have a covered mug and do not wish to purchase one out in town, the Naval Justice School detachment course coordinators have mugs, with the NJS logo, available for a fee.

CLOTHING

Historically, San Diego has the reputation for providing year-round sun and moderate temperatures, with occasional, scattered showers.  The following weather website is provided to assist you with planning your clothing based on seasonal weather conditions in San Diego, www.sddt.com/weather/forecast. 

COMMISSARY

There are several commissaries in the San Diego area.  However, the closest commissary to the schoolhouse is located off 28th Street in the Navy Exchange/Commissary Complex, building 3379.  This facility is open 7 days a week from 7:30 am to 7pm.  Active duty members are permitted to invite guests, but all patrons must have a valid identification card in order to purchase merchandise in the commissary. COMPUTER SUPPORT

Two computer labs are available for students to prepare documents for class assignments and to download forms to disks, for applicable courses.  However, these labs have inadequate computer workstations (approximately 15).  Students will only be able to access Microsoft Word 97 on these workstations.  These computers run on Windows 95 operating system. Additionally, students have only one-shared printer for their use.


There are special, computer requirements for the 4-week legal officer course.  You must supply at least three 3.5 disks, and it is recommend that attendees bring a personal laptop computer if possible.  There is no Internet connection for student use at this schoolhouse. Internet access is available on the dry side at the Recyard from 1100-2200 and on the wet side at the Javanet Café from 0630-1400 and 1600-2200. (Computer access is limited to 30 minutes).

CUSTOMS & COURTESIES

While NJS detachment San Diego is an educational institution, it is also a military command on a military installation.  Many senior officers frequent the Fleet Training Center and it is common to see senior officers on a daily basis.  Military customs and courtesies shall be observed at all times.  Staff members will be addressed by their proper military ranks and titles at all times, even in social settings.

EMAIL

Naval Justice School Detachment San Diego cannot provide attendees with official JAG Corps email accounts.  There is no access to email accounts in the computer labs, as there is no Internet capabilities.  

LEAVE AND LIBERTY

Under normal circumstances, regular leave will not be approved during your course of study here at NJS detachment San Diego.  Your may utilize normal liberty hours for travel within and out of the area.  You will be instructed on special requirements for travel outside of the San Diego area.  In addition, you will utilize normal liberty hours for preparation of assignments.

Emergency leave will be granted per service requirements.  If you are notified of an emergency that requires your presence, you will need to contact your course coordinator, or other member of the chain of command as soon as possible.  To avoid delay, it may be helpful to tell the individual that notifies you of the emergency to contact the Red Cross office nearest the location of the situation.  This may be necessary so that the Red Cross office can send a verification of the emergency to NJS detachment San Diego.  Red Cross verification is often required before granting emergency leave.

PARKING

Senior officers (05's and above) attending the senior officer course will have designated parking spaces in front of the building by the course coordinator.  

PER DIEM

Per Diem entitlements are subject to change at any time, and vary depending on location of your quarters (on or off base). Present per diem ranges from $145.00 (maximum lodging rate and local meal rate) to $28.00 (government quarters and government meal rate) a day. PORT CALLS

Prior to transfer to Naval Justice School Detachment San Diego, ensure your port call for onward transportation has been requested by your present command.
