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WAIVER OF RIGHT TO COUNSEL


SUMMARY COURT-MARTIAL
I have been advised by the summary court-martial officer that I cannot be tried by summary court-martial without my consent.  I have also been advised that if I consent to trial by summary court-martial, I may be represented by civilian counsel provided at my own expense. If I do not desire to be represented by civilian counsel provided at my own expense, at the option of the convening authority, a military lawyer may be appointed to represent me upon my request, if such appearance will not unreasonably delay the proceedings and if military exigencies do not preclude it.  It has also been explained to me that if I am represented by a lawyer (either civilian or military) at the summary court-martial, or if I reject an offer to be represented by a lawyer, the summary court-martial will be considered a criminal conviction and will be admissible as such at any subsequent court-martial.  On the other hand, if I request a military lawyer to represent me and a military lawyer is not available to represent me, or is not provided, and I am not represented by a civilian lawyer, the results of the court-martial will not be admissible as a prior conviction at any subsequent court-martial.  I further understand that the maximum punishment which can be imposed in my case will be the same whether or not I am represented by a lawyer.  Understanding all of this, I consent to trial by summary court-martial and I waive (give up) my right to be represented by a lawyer at the trial.
