(Rank, Name) received nonjudicial punishment (NJP) from (Rank, Full Name), (Command) on [date] for conduct unbecoming an officer. He was awarded a punitive letter of reprimand and forfeiture of $500.00 pay per month for two months.

2.
The NJP hearing was conducted in compliance with references (a) and (b). As reflected in enclosure (1) and (2), (Rank, Name) was notified of his rights prior to the hearing and elected to accept NJP.

3.
This report is prepared, per reference (b), by the staff judge advocate, who was present throughout the proceedings.

4.
During the hearing, First (Rank, Name) acknowledged his rights and restated his election to accept NJP. He pled guilty to the charge. Details of the allegations are contained in the Report and Disposition of Offense, attached as enclosure (2).

5.
Prior to imposing punishment, the (CO) deliberated and specifically stated that he considered mitigating evidence, including the numerous statements of good character, the Officer Qualification Record, and the oral statements of the witness, (Accused's Name), and the command representative. After the punishment was announced, the (CO) advised (Rank, Name) of his right to appeal to (GCM, ISIC).

6.
At the hearing, (Rank, Name) and a character witness, LCDR G. I. Johnson, made statements substantially as follows:



a.  (Accused's Name): Sir, every day, for the last four months, I have regretted this incident. I believe that alcohol affected my judgment that night. It was totally out of character for me. It will never happen again. My voluntary written statement describes the incident to the best of my recollection. I am responsible for my actions and I am willing to face the consequences. I would love to be able to retain my commission in the Naval service.


b.
(Witness' Full Name, Position, & CMD) I am 9Accused's Name) executive officer, but I have known him since August of 1989 when I was an instructor and he was a student at Surface Warfare Officers’ School, Newport, Rhode Island. He did well at school and was well-respected. I believe he just exercised bad judgment on the night in question. It was an isolated incident. While I was at SWOS, I filled several billets and observed many lieutenants. In my opinion, (Accused's Name) rates at the top of the batch. I would not hesitate to have him continue to serve with me.

7.
The command representative, (Witness' Full Name, Position & CMD) made a statement substantially as follows: After reviewing all the facts in this incident, I do not have confidence in Lieutenant Jones' judgment or integrity. While the overall incident may have been isolated, he made several separate judgment errors that evening. Lieutenant Jones does not have the integrity required of a Naval officer.
